Bottle Cap Crochet

Pineapple Hot Plate
Mat . . . A-227

J. & P, COATS “KNIT-CRO-SHEEN," Art. A. 64:
2 balls of No. 19 Shaded Yellows for
cap covers; and

COATS & CLARK'S O.N.T. “SPEED-CRO-
SHEEN’* MERCERIZED COTTON, Art. C. 44:
1 ball of No. 48 Hunter’s Green for
leaves.

Milwards Steel Crochet Hooks No. 2/0
(double zero) for “Speed-Cro-Sheen”;
or No. 7 for “Knit-Cro-Sheen.”

52 bottle caps.
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CAP COVER (Make 52) . . . Starting at
center, with No. 7 hook ch 4. 1st rnd:
Make 19 dc in 4th ch from hook. Join
to top of starting chain. 2nd rnd: Make
2 sc in joining, * sc in next 4 dc, 2 sc
in next dc. Repeat from * around. Next
4 rnds: Sc in each sc around. 7th rnd:
Sl st in next sc, ch 3, dc in each sc
around. Join and break off leaving a
6-inch end for sewing. Gather last rnd
tightly over cap and fasten at under
side. Sew caps together as shown.

LEAF PIECE (Make 2) . . . With Green and
No. 2/0 hook, ch 28. 1st rad: Sc in 2nd
ch from hook, h dc in next 5 ch, dc in
next 5 ch, tr in next 5 ch, dc in next
5 ch, h dc in next 5 ch, sc in next ch;
working along opposite side of starting
chain, sc in next 25 ch, 3 sc in last ch
at tip; now sc in next 27 sts along op-
posite edge of leaf. Break off and fasten.
Sew 2 pieces together to form one leaf.
Make 4 more leaves in same way, then
sew in place on Mat as shown.

CAP COVER . . . Following directions for
Cap Cover on Hot Plate Mat No. A-227
on page 26, make 40 Shaded Tropics
covers, 8 Fudge Brown covers and 10
Shaded Pinks covers, then sew in place
over caps. Sew caps together following
chart for design.
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
